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Volunteer & Classroom Teacher Roles

During Class

	Volunteer
	Teacher

	· Organize JA material in space provided by teacher

· Introduce yourself to the classroom teacher

· Ask for assistance in hanging up program posters

· Take 2-3 minutes to introduce yourself to students

· Review classroom expectations and rules – expect respect

· Facilitate the regrouping strategy suggested by teacher                              

· Engage teacher during classroom discussion – connect  to everyday classroom discussion

· Do not talk over the students

· Call on students that raise their hands

· Provide students with time limits – give time reminders

· Communicate your needs to teacher

· Present prepared lesson plan

· Be a positive role model

· Ask for teacher’s assistance with activities and transitions


	· Have your students wear name tags

· Introduce JA volunteers to your students

· Show volunteers where they can place their belongings

· Remain in the classroom at all times

· Handle discipline – JA volunteers are not licensed educators

· Assist with activities and grouping students

· Stimulate class discussion

· Link JA material to course content

· Lead stretch/brain breaks in between lessons

· Volunteers will give you Certificates of Achievement to sign

· Support your volunteer by staying engaged with the activities, transitions, and classroom management

· Share Junior Journals, JA trinkets with students

· At end of event you are encouraged to keep any extra class materials




REMINDERS

· All pencils, crayons, markers, tape, etc. will be in the classroom
· You do not need to facilitate pre or post tests
· Complete the Certificates of Achievement before the event
· Teachers will have students wearing name tags – no need to prepare table tents
· You do not need to hang the Junior Achievement banner or the window decal

JA in a Day Lesson #1 Tips

· Focus on the Community Poster and the Job Cards
o If there is time and students are restless then facilitate the “Lilly Finds a Job” story to get them moving
· Do not facilitate the “Tic-Tac-Toe, Three jobs in a Row” – Therefore you do not need to worry about the green game chips
· Collect the Job Cards – will need again for Lesson # 3
· Do not distribute the Postcards with Magnets – hand out with Certificates or give to teachers to hand out at a later time

JA in a Day Lesson #2 Tips

· Separate the sheets of ingredient stickers in advance. You may want to consider cutting the ingredient sheets horizontal every three rows
· Keep the three ingredients together
· Six of each so enough to complete one sheet of donuts for each student
· There are not enough extra ingredients in the new kit to make more than six each if you have a large class
· Do not distribute the Junior Journals for the innovation activity
· Discuss the idea of “Innovation” with the class and do a brief group discussion

JA in a Day Lesson #3 Tips

· Separate the Play Money Sheets and organize in groups of $5 for each student before the event (use large paper cutter if available)
o  If you are tearing by hand, the perforated edges are strong enough to tear 3-4 sheets at a time

o You do not need to distribute the “How Does a Community Work? Worksheet & Business Sticker Sheets; give to teacher to have students complete at a later time

· Payday activity suggestions
o
Before handing out the $5 to each student discuss how Sweet “O” Donuts makes their money by selling donuts.


The money made by selling the donuts helps pay the workers.

o
Explain the “Community Problem Situations” described on page 27 – some donuts being stolen and a fire.


Explain that in a community we all can’t work at the same place, we need people to do other jobs as well.


Do not distribute the Job Cards to all students - 7 students to come forward to be the government workers (blue boarded job cards)

o Before distributing the money, review the expectations of the money
· No stealing money from anyone. It is not real money and they cannot spend it at a store.
· You will have extra money and if they continue to show good citizenship they can earn extra money.
· If they are not following classroom rules/expectations you can take a $1 from them as a community citation. o Government workers stand quietly up front; pass out $5 to Sweet “O” donut workers; explain that today is payday!
· Ask the class how they think the government workers will get paid – discuss taxes
· You are the tax collector – $2 that needs to be collected from the Sweet “O” Donut workers
· It’s also payday for the government workers; pay them $5 each. Ask the class if the government pays taxes?

JA in a Day Lesson #4 Tips

· “Keep Our School Beautiful!” Activity – open this up for brainstorming as a class. Do not do as group activity.
o Use the large Decision Tree poster for group discussion
· You can write advantages and disadvantages on the “Make-a-Decision” poster for each choice
· Students may have a hard time understanding what an advantage and disadvantage is. Simplify those
terms.

o Have students raise their hands to share their ideas for all three choices
o You do not need to hand out the “Make-a-Decision” Sheet to each student
o Make sure students understand why voting is important and how in the United States we all have the right to vote and make choices, which may not be the case in other countries.
· When they grow to be an adult they should always vote because it matters for their community
· Separate the ballots in advance
o Remind the students that this is private, not to share their ballot or tell what they voted for
o If available, have the students place a folder/binder up right – like a voting booth

· Time is usually limited by the 5th lesson
o
There are two activities; review both options and select which one you would like to implement.

o Teachers appreciate the Money Matchup game. If you select this activity, please tear the sheets in advance as it can be too challenging for the students.
o If you do not facilitate this activity, make sure you give materials to the teacher and explain that it is a matching activity!
· “Money Moves” rap – only play once
o Student will need Junior Journal to follow along with the song (can be found inside the Junior Journal)

If you have time, you can play the song a second time and include the Role-Play piece.

· Let the class know that the Junior Journal is theirs to keep and what else they can do with it.

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· Distribute Certificates of Achievement
· Have the students practice clapping three times
· Call students up, shake their hand and give certificate
