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Volunteer & Classroom Teacher Roles

During Class

	Volunteer
	Teacher

	· Organize JA material in space provided by teacher

· Introduce yourself to the classroom teacher

· Ask for assistance in hanging up program posters

· Take 2-3 minutes to introduce yourself to students

· Review classroom expectations and rules – expect respect

· Facilitate the regrouping strategy suggested by teacher                              

· Engage teacher during classroom discussion – connect  to everyday classroom discussion

· Do not talk over the students

· Call on students that raise their hands

· Provide students with time limits – give time reminders

· Communicate your needs to teacher

· Present prepared lesson plan

· Be a positive role model

· Ask for teacher’s assistance with activities and transitions


	· Have your students wear name tags

· Introduce JA volunteers to your students

· Show volunteers where they can place their belongings

· Remain in the classroom at all times

· Handle discipline – JA volunteers are not licensed educators

· Assist with activities and grouping students

· Stimulate class discussion

· Link JA material to course content

· Lead stretch/brain breaks in between lessons

· Volunteers will give you Certificates of Achievement to sign

· Support your volunteer by staying engaged with the activities, transitions, and classroom management

· Share Junior Journals, JA trinkets with students

· At end of event you are encouraged to keep any extra class materials

JA in a Day Lesson #1 Tips

· Monitor your time for the activity – while the students are walking around continue to tell them how much time they have remaining. Count down the last 10 seconds.

JA in a Day Lesson #2 Tips

· Do not distribute the JA Our Nation STEM Wristbands – give to the teacher to distribute at a later time
· Before distributing fliers to the students, complete the introduction and discussion of the vocabulary words. The fliers list the vocab words and definitions. If you distribute in advance, students will just read from the fliers.
o Give the group 10 minutes to work on their Innovation Topic Card. Be interactive with the students while they are working on developing their own business. You will need to help them brainstorm ideas.

· If time permits, have groups present; if time is limited, have them share with one other group; if there is no time, do not have groups share.
· There is no need to explain the STEM career and STEM Skills online resource (page 20). JA has provided this information to the classroom teacher to use after event.
· Do not facilitate Extended Learning Opportunities found on page 20 and 21.

JA in a Day Lesson #3 Tips

· Complete the introduction and discussion of the vocabulary words before distributing the fliers to the students. The fliers list the vocab words and definitions. If you distribute in advance, the students will just read from the fliers.
· During the Career Cluster Trading Card activity, instead of having students come stand by you if they are interested in the career cluster card you are reading, have the students raise their hands. Read three cards total asking students to raise their hands.
o  Having the students get up and sit back down can take quite a bit of time

o  Facilitate the remainder of the activity the way described in the volunteer guidebook

o  Make sure you are monitoring time and telling the students how much time is remaining

· Wait until the students are silent before you begin asking questions.
· Please do not facilitate the Enhanced Activity (page 28) or the Extended Learning Activity that is listed after the summary and review found on page 29.

JA in a Day Lesson #4 Tips

· Flier – wait to distribute for the activity – students will use page 2 to keep track of their points for the game.
· Before you have students get into groups for Keep the Job game:
o Hold up one game board, one flier showing page 2 where the score is documented
o Show the game cards
· Explain the game to the entire classroom – one example, roll the dice, read the scenario, document points on the flier
· Ask the teacher to assist in grouping the students. Each student will need a pencil.
· Once in their groups, identify three student volunteers to help distribute items
o One student can pass out the game board, one student can pass out the game cards, one student can pass out the fliers
o JA volunteer should distribute the dice and game pieces last!
· To avoid arguments about color chip and who goes first, assign the order and give them a colored chip that they cannot switch.
· If at any point the game becomes confusing, overwhelming or students have a hard time in group work:
o Stop the game, gain the students’ attention, collect game boards, dice, game cards and pieces (use a student volunteer(s))
o Explain the main concepts and objectives of the game and move forward

JA in a Day Lesson #5 Tips

· Distribute the flier when the volunteer guidebook suggests – this lesson has complex vocabulary.
o As you are discussing the vocabulary and concepts, be mindful about asking open-ended questions and provide simple examples for explaining the vocabulary and concepts
· The activity:
o Tear apart the Mystery Puzzle Card Sheets – They do not need to piled together, you want them mixed up for the activity but explain that the best way to identify the other resources needed to make the product they need to look at the back of the resource card.
· Please do not facilitate the Enhanced Activity (page 40) or the Extended Learning Activity that is listed after the summary and review found on page 42 and 43.
· Do not facilitate the Supplemental Session found on page 44-48.
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· Distribute Certificates of Achievement
· Have the students practice clapping three times
· Call students up, shake their hand and give certificate
